TFELs M.C., thank you for taking the time to share youfTeam in Training experience with fellow Zoomers
members. Please tell us a bit about yourself andwr family.

MCH: Chris was born and raised in a small town in noneast Ohio called Suffield. | grew up in Dayton.We met in
the fall of 1989 while attending Ohio University inAthens, Ohio. We moved to Charlotte County in 208 and built a
home in North Port in 2004. Chris is the Receiving Manager at the Port Charlte Home Depot and | teach at The
Academy. We have two children, Luke and Emily Jane

TFL: How long have you and Chris been running?

MCH: Chris and | started running this past fall and ¢ompleted DisneyOs Wine & Dine Half Marathon in Ocber.
During my Wine & Dine weekend, Chris became inspird to run after attending the Inspiration Dinner hoged by
Team in Training and the Leukemia and Lympoma Sociy. It was an emotional moment for him since he halost
his mother to lymphoma. One week later he commigd to his first ever endurance race, DisneyOs Peiss Half
Marathon. He ran in his motherOs honor.

TFL: Members who attended the April club meeting werexcited to learn more about Team in Training (TNT).
What exactly is Team in Training?

MCH: Team in Training is the largest endurance traingiprogram in the country. It is also a major fundtising
program for the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society.

TFL: How did you become involved with Team in Trainingand what is your present role within the organizain?
MCH: 1In 1999, | completed my first marathon (walkingwith TNT after a student of mine passed away from
Leukemia. In 2005, my motherin-law passed following a battle with lymphoma. Aer her passg, | wondered why
my father-in-law hadnOt received any support from the Leukérand Lymphoma Society. | learned that patient
service options were not directly communicated togtients in Charlotte County. So, in 2010 | begarraining for the
Disney Wine & Dine through TNT. I currently volunt eer with the TNT Suncoast Chapter and am trying tbuild a
team in the Charlotte County/North Port area. By liilding an active team, along with creating TNT alunni, we are
helping to bring patient service optionslirectly to patients in our area.

TFL: What is required of you as a TNT member? What dzs TNT provide in return?

MCH: TNT members are required to fundraise a minimumraount for their chosen event, participate in traimg and
communicate with their coachand captain. In return, TNT provides athletes wh a certified coach, nutrition
information and a team captain to support fundraisig efforts and social events. An athleteOs evesgistration,
weekend amenities and two meals are also provided.

TFL: How can interested Zoomers members become involvevith or learn more about TNT?

MCH: Zoomers members can learn more about TNT by cortting myself, Chris or the TNT Suncoast Chapter
office. We are looking to build a team of at leastO active members. A few of the races that membexee training for
include DisneyOs Wine & Dine Half Marathon, Nike WanenOs Half Marathon in San Francisco, Rock On Rl
Marathon in Savannah, Georgia and the NationOs Ttidon in Washington, D.C.

public, encourage runners and fund research whickaently has found new ways of fighting not only bled cancers, but has lead tc
drugs for other forms of cancer. Racing for charitiias become increasingly popular. It brings a senskpurpose to your

training and gives you the opportunity to help othes. Team in Training (TNT) has raised over $1 bilin to fund research into
blood cancers. In 201® 39 new drugs have been discovered to help fightrious cancers. The Zoomers website will have
additional information about TNT sponsored runs.

We wo

extremely hard and many donOt realize, besides therk on race day, the number of hours that espediia

Bob puts in working with Race Directors, measuringourses, going to meetings, charging the batteries

the equipment, setting up the race course and repiog results. It was felt that larger races shoufuhy

more as the work is greater and more money is catted from entry fees. It was decided after some

discussion that we would keep the $250 charged cently for all 5K races with 50 runners or less. As of

Jan. 2012 races over 250 we would charge an addital $1 per person running. 10K races would be

charged $350 plus an additional $2 per person o\250.
